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Statewide turnout for November 4, 2008 was 3,071,587 of 3,630,118, for 84.61% turnout.

Pierce County certified 333,824 total ballots cast, and 411,103 active registered voters (81.2% turnout).

King County certified 930,038 total ballots cast, and 1,108,128 active registered voters (83.9% turnout).
Pierce County’s certification documents were easier to read.  They reported  93,104 registered poll voters, 52,134 poll site votes cast, and 4,431 valid provisional ballots voted by poll voters.  That gives Pierce a 56.0% - 60.8% poll turnout range, depending on whether you include the provisional ballots cast at polls as poll votes.

King County was not so clear on their numbers, never giving a “registered poll voter” number I could find on their website or in certification paperwork.   They reported 1,108,128 registered voters, 774,580 “absentee ballots originally issued” and 656,568 “received,” so I think poll voters probably numbered somewhere between 335,695 and 333,548. They reported 282,131 “poll site ballots (includes poll site and provisional ballots),” and 27,466 provisional ballots counted, so poll voters could be as low as 254,665.

So poll turnout in King could be 75.9%, 76.4%, 84.0% or 84.6%.

So bottom line: poll turnout at Pierce was 58.4%, plus or minus 2.4%, and at King was 80.2%, plus or minus 4.4%
