Legislatives Qualifications & Responsibilities

To run and serve as a state Legislator, candidates must be registered voters of the district in which they will serve. During legislative sessions, the Legislature is called upon to enact or reject legislation affecting public policy in the state, provide for the levy and collection of taxes and other revenue, and appropriate funds to support state and local government.
All elected state officials must be registered voters in the state of Washington. Some offices may have additional requirements. State officials are typically elected in even years. The offices open for election this year are due to vacancies.
State Senator
A senator’s term is four years. The Senate is made up of 49 members, one from each legislative district in the state. Approximately half the membership of the Senate is up for election each even-numbered year. The Senate’s only exclusive duty is to confirm appointments made by the governor.
