To this
end, we offer our email ballot program.

What an email ballot is: Qualified voters receive their ballot and instructions by email. The voter then
prints and votes the ballot, and signs the declaration. The voter may return their voted ballot by fax or
email. Ballots returned by fax or email must be received in the Elections Department no later than
8:00PM (PST) on Election Day.

When: Email ballots are sent and received by the voter 45 days prior to the election.

Where: Voters can receive their ballots anywhere in the world in a matter of minutes, provided they
have internet access, an internet email address, and access to a printer.
