Dear Candidate:

Congratulations on your decision to run for office. This Candidate Guide contains
information you will need at every step of your candidacy, including changes to the
primary, which positions are on the ballot, important election dates, filing information,
and more.

It is important to note that Initiative 1-874 created the Top Two Primary system and was
passed by Washington State voters in 2004. The political parties filed suit to block
implementation of this system, but in 2008 The United States Supreme Court upheld
the Top Two Primary as constitutional. The Top Two Primary affects only partisan
races. The top two vote-getters in a partisan race in the Primary Election will advance
to the General Election, regardless of their party affiliation. Nonpartisan races will have
a primary only when more than two candidates file for an office.

There is one other significant change for candidates in partisan races. Candidates
must designate a party preference at the time of filing, although this does not imply an
endorsement or nomination by a political party. These designations may not be
changed between the Primary and General Elections. While party endorsements may
not appear on the ballot, endorsements may be mentioned in the Local Voters’
Pampbhlet. Our office is working hard to ensure that ballots, ballot instructions, and the
Local Voters’ Pamphlet have clear, concise instructions, so voters will mark their
ballots correctly.

My office has a variety of information you may find useful. Precinct maps are available
online at www.vote.wa.gov or may be purchased in our office. We also have voter
registration reports, which include walking lists, voter turnout information, election

results by precinct, and more. Page 15 has a sample form used to order voter information.

Once again, congratulations on your decision to run for office. If you have questions
concerning the election process, please contact our Elections Division at
509-422-7240.

Indigent Filing Fee: A candidate who lacks sufficient assets or income at the time of filing
to pay the filing fee required by law may submit with his or her Declaration of Candidacy
a filing fee petition. The petition shall contain not less than a number of signatures of
registered voters equal to the number of dollars of the filing fee. The signatures shall be
of voters registered to vote within the jurisdiction of the office for which the candidate is
filing (RCW 29A.24.091)

RCW 29A.24.131
Withdrawal of candidacy.

A candidate may withdraw his or her declaration of candidacy at any time before the close of
business on the Monday following the last day for candidates to file under RCW 29A.24.050 by
filing, with the officer with whom the declaration of candidacy was filed, a signed request that his
or her name not be printed on the ballot. There shall be no withdrawal period for declarations of
candidacy filed during special filing periods held under this title. No filing fee may be refunded to
any candidate who withdraws under this section. Notice of the deadline for withdrawal of candi-
dacy and that the filing fee is not refundable shall be given to each candidate at the time he or she
files.

How is Ballot Order Determined?

Primary Election:

Candidate names appear on the Primary Election ballots as determined by a lot drawing.
If three or more candidates file for an office, their order on the Primary ballot will be de-
termined by lot drawing (if only two candidates file there will not be a Primary Election
and both candidates go directly to the General Election). The lot drawing will be held at
5:00p.m. the last day of filing and it will be conducted in the Okanogan County Auditor’s
Office. Candidates are welcome to attend.

General Election:

Candidate order on the ballot is determined by the number of votes received in the Pri-
mary Election. The candidate receiving the most votes appears first on the General Elec-
tion ballot. If no Primary Election was conducted for the office, the order of appearance
on the ballot is determined by the lot drawing conducted on the last day of filing at 5:00
p.m. in the Okanogan County Auditor’s Office.

Information about the Top Two Primary Election

Every candidate will be given 16 character spaces between the words “prefers”
and “party” in which to designate his or her personal party preference. Per Wash-
ington Administrative Code 434-215-120 (4), “A candidate’s preference may not
imply that the candidate is nominated or endorsed by the party, or that the party
approves of or associates with that candidate.” Additionally, the party preference
may not be obscene.

A candidate’s party preference in NO WAY indicates that candidate has been nom-
inated or endorsed by the party he or she prefers. The U.S. Supreme Court ruled
that the parties do not have a right to place any indication of their

endorsement on the ballot. However, candidates may use the Statewide or Local
Voters’ Pamphlet to convey endorsement information.

All candidates will appear on the Primary Election ballot, including minor party
candidates. Minor party candidates are no longer required to hold nominating
conventions to gain access to the ballot, and no longer advance directly to the
General Election. The order of appearance on the Primary Election ballot will be
determined by lot drawing, held in the Auditor’s Office at the close of filing. A
candidate’s party preference will have no bearing on the order of appearance.

The two candidates who receive the greatest number of votes in the Primary
Election, and who receive at least 1% of the total votes cast, will advance to the
General Election and will appear on the ballot in the order of votes received. The
candidate receiving the highest number of votes will appear first, the candidate
receiving the second highest number of votes will appear second. There is no oth-
er means of appearing on the General Election Ballot.

Candidates may NOT change their party preference between the Primary and
General Elections.

Public Disclosure Commission Information

Filing with the Public Disclosure Commission (PDC) —When do

you need to file?

Public Disclosure forms MUST be filed within 14 days of the beginning of a political
candidacy or campaign. Forms are filed with the PDC and are available on the web at
www.pdc.wa.gov

According to the PDC, “You become a candidate when you: raise and spend money for
your campaign, reserve space or purchase advertising to promote your candidacy, au-
thorize someone else to do any of these activities for you, state publicly that you're
seeking office, or file a declaration of candidacy, whichever happens first.”

What are My Reporting Requirements?

Candidates should always check with the PDC to ensure they have the most up-to-date,
accurate information regarding filing requirements. This chart is provided solely as a
guideline to get you started.

First, locate the jurisdiction for which you are filing, and note the designated size category to determine
your reporting requirements. Next, be sure to note that requirements are no longer determined solely by

jurisdiction size but are now also affected by campaign receipts.

10. Trying to register as someone else or using a cute nick-
name. Sorry buddy, your name must match your drivers
license.

. Registering with the street number of your old place, and
the street name of your new place - your ballots won’t
know where to go!

How to Get Voter Registration Data

A variety of information is available from the Okanogan County Auditor’s Office. Voter
data reports, walking lists, precinct maps, and district maps are just the beginning of
the information we can provide to you to assist in your campaign. Please read the
statute on violations and penalties contained below, so that you are aware of the
restricted, legal uses of voter registration data. Maps may be printed from our website
at www.vote.wa.gov/okanogan, or may be purchased in our office. Voter registration
reports can be purchased from our office. Payment is required at the time of ordering.

RCW 29A.08.740
Violations of restricted use of registered voter data -- Penalties --
Liabilities.

(1) Any person who uses registered voter data furnished under RCW 29A.08.720 for the
purpose of mailing or delivering any advertisement or offer for any property, establishment,
organization, product, or service or for the purpose of mailing or delivering any solicitation for
money, services, or anything of value is guilty of a class C felony punishable by imprisonment
in a state correctional facility for a period of not more than five years or a fine of not more than
ten thousand dollars or both such fine and imprisonment, and is liable to each person provided
such advertisement or solicitation, without the person's consent, for the nuisance value of such
person having to dispose of it, which value is herein established at five dollars for each item
mailed or delivered to the person's residence. However, a person who mails or delivers any
advertisement, offer, or solicitation for a political purpose is not liable under this section unless
the person is liable under subsection (2) of this section. For purposes of this subsection, two or
more attached papers or sheets or two or more papers that are enclosed in the same envelope or
container or are folded together are one item. Merely having a mailbox or other receptacle for
mail on or near the person's residence is not an indication that the person consented to receive
the advertisement or solicitation. A class action may be brought to recover damages under this
section, and the court may award a reasonable attorney's fee to any party recovering damages
under this section.

(2) Each person furnished data under RCW 29A.08.720 shall take reasonable precautions
designed to assure that the data is not used for the purpose of mailing or delivering any
advertisement or offer for any property, establishment, organization, product, or service or for
the purpose of mailing or delivering any solicitation for money, services, or anything of value.
However, the data may be used for any political purpose. Where failure to exercise due care in
carrying out this responsibility results in the data being used for such purposes, then such
person is jointly and severally liable for damages under subsection (1) of this section along with
any other person liable under subsection (1) of this section for the misuse of such data.

Campaign Guidelines

Restrictions on Campaigning at Ballot Drop-Off Sites

Electioneering is forbidden within 300 feet of a drop-off site or Voting Center (the
County Courthouse is considered a Voting Center). This includes the wearing of cam-
paign T-Shirts and buttons.

(RCW 29A.84.510)

(1) On the day of any primary, general, or special election, no person may, within a
polling place, or in any public area within three hundred feet of any entrance to
such polling place:

(a) Suggest or persuade or attempt to suggest or persuade any voter to vote for
or against any candidate or ballot measure;

(b) Circulate cards or handbills of any kind;
(c) Solicit signatures to any kind of petition; or

(d) Engage in any practice which interferes with the freedom of voters to
exercise their franchise or disrupts the administration of the polling place.

(2) No person may obstruct the doors or entries to a building in which a polling place is
located or prevent free access to and from any polling place. Any sheriff, deputy
sheriff, or municipal law enforcement officer shall prevent such obstruction, and
may arrest any person creating such obstruction.

Campaign Materials

Campaign materials cannot be placed in or on top of mailboxes without paying postage
(U.S. Postal Service, Private Express Statute), nor should campaign materials be placed
in newspaper delivery tubes. Please be courteous to these agencies.

Dear Candidate:

The Washington State Department of Transportation wishes to take this opportunity to advise
political candidates about the placement of campaign signs and placards along state highways.

Revised code of Washington (RCW) 47.42, the Highway Advertising Control Act, regulates
signing on Interstate highways, Primary lighways, and highways that are part of the Scenic and
Recreational system. Signs erected on private property adjacent to these highways must
comply with the Highway Advertising Control Act, rules contained in Washington
Admunistrative Code (WAC) 468-66, and applicable local agency sign codes.

In accordance with WAC 468-66-050, Sign Classifications, political campaign signs are
considered a Type 3(d) on-prenuse sign for which no fee or application 1s necessary.
Temporary political campaign signs are signs which express the property owner’s endorsement
of a political candidate or ballot 1ssue, with the following restrictions:

1) Temporary political campaign signs are limited to a maximum size of thirty-two square feet
2) Temporary political campaign signs must be removed within ten days following the election

3) Temporary political campaign signs are subject to all other applicable provisions of RCW47.42 and
WAC 468-66 that pertain to Type 3 on-premise signs

In addition to the above restrictions, the erection of temporary political campaign signs within the
right-of-way of all state highways is prohibited. Accordingly, signs placed within the right-of-way
of any state highway will be removed by the Department of Transportation.

Also, RCW 47.36.180(1) states in part that it 1s unlawful to erect any structure, sign. or device
visible from a city street, county road, or state hughway the simulates any directional, warning,
or danger sign likely fo be mistaken for such a sign. Therefore, a campaign sign cannot be
designed m a manner that resembles an official traffic control sign.

If you should have any questions about the placement of campaign signs along state highways,
please contact one of the department’s regional Outdoor Advertising Representatives. The
representative for your area can be determuned by reviewing the map and roster attached to this
letter.

We sincerely hope that candidates for public office will observe the laws and regulations
enacted to protect and preserve the roadside beauty of our state. Thank you in advance for your

Per 14.24.140 —Sign Regulations (this information is not all-inclusive.
See the actual code for ALL sign regulations.)

14.24.140 Regulations.

(a) General.

(1) All signs and sign support structures shall be subject to conformance with the re-
quirements of Sections 14.24.090 and 14.24.110.

(2) All signs and sign support that are located within the shoreline area, as defined
by the city of Omak, must comply with Chapter 5 of the shoreline master program.

(3) No sign shall project over the public right-of-way, except authorized road signs,
approved banners, projecting signs and sandwich board signs which may be placed on side-
walks.

(b) Political Signs. Signs which during a campaign advertise a candidate for public elected
office, a political party or promote a position on a public issue shall be removed within three
days following the general election.

(c) Projecting Signs.

(1) Projecting signs shall be constructed of noncombustible material, except as pro-
vided in Sections 14.24.090 and 14.24.110.

(2) All supports of projecting signs shall be placed upon private property and shall be
securely built, constructed and erected to conform with the requirements specified in Sections
14.24.090 and 14.24.110.

(3) The thickness of that portion of a projecting sign which projects over public prop-
erty, exclusive of letters and trim, shall not exceed the maximum set forth in Table 3.

(d) Freestanding Signs.

(1) Freestanding signs shall be constructed of noncombustible material, except as
provided in Sections 14.24.090 and 14.24.110.

(2) All supports of freestanding signs shall be securely built, constructed and erected
to conform with the requirements specified in Sections 14.24.090 and 14.24.110.

(3) Projection of freestanding signs shall conform to the requirements of Section
14.24.100.

(4) All freestanding signs are permitted only in required landscape strips or surround-
ed by physical barriers so as to prevent vehicles from hitting those signs.

(5) All freestanding signs, including off-premises signs, shall conform to the height
and area limits and other restrictions set forth in Table 4 at the end of this chapter.

(e) Sandwich Board Signs. As provided in Section 14.24.070, sandwich board signs may
be erected without a permit in accordance with the requirements below.

(1) Sandwich board signs shall be constructed of any material meeting the require-
ments of this code, except as provided in Sections 14.24.090 and 14.24.110.

(2) Only one sandwich board sign shall be permitted per business per building side
facing a public street. Signs shall be no wider than thirty inches and no higher than forty-two
inches. Such signs shall be for commercial use only, and shall be located on the portion of the
sidewalk immediately adjacent to the business. Sandwich board signs may be placed in addi-
tion to other signs permitted by this code on the same property.

SIGN REGULATIONS

Per Chapter 15.12.070—Political Sign Standards

15.12.070Political signs.

A. Political signs may be placed upon private property only and shall not be larger than 10
square feet in area and shall not be posted upon or attached to telephone poles, power poles or
other public utility facilities. Said signs shall only be placed upon private property with the
owner’s or occupant’s permission. Such signs may be displayed 30 days prior to an election and
must be removed 10 days after the election. For a successful candidate in a primary election the
sign may remain until the final election.

B. The candidate for which the sign is displayed shall be responsible for its removal and be
subject to the penalties as provided in this sign code.

C. No political signs shall be placed except upon issuance of a special sign permit which shall
be issued by the office of the city clerk-treasurer upon deposit of a sign removal guarantee de-
posit. Such deposit shall be in the amount of $15.00, $10.00 of which will be refunded at the
end of the campaign if there has been full and complete compliance with the terms hereof.
(Ord. 443 § 7, 1991).
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Election Myths Dispelled

Myth: Since voters sign their ballot envelopes, they have no real privacy.
Truth: Ballots are processed in batches of approximately 25. First, all of the signatures
are authenticated. Then all of the mailing envelopes are opened, and the security
envelopes are removed. The signature envelopes are removed from the workspace.
Next, all of the security envelopes are opened, and the ballots are inspected for stray
marks, damage, etc. There is no way for elections workers to connect a specific ballot to
an individual voter.

Myth: Election workers don’t check most of the signatures on the oath
envelopes.

Truth: Each and every signature is checked by election workers. If your signature on
the envelope does not match your signature on file, or if you forget to sign your ballot
envelope, we will attempt to contact you by letter and/or by phone.

Myth: You cannot register to vote until you are 18 years old.

Truth: Because of our voter registration cutoffs, individuals are encouraged to register
to vote at 17 1/2 years of age. This way, they can ensure they will be eligible to vote in
the first election after their 18th birthday.

Myth: One vote doesn’t make a difference.

Truth: In the 2004 Washington Governor’s race, the total difference between the top
two candidates was 129 votes, out of 2.7 million votes cast statewide. This breaks down
to just over 3 votes per county. Every single vote counts. When it comes time for
election day, check with your friends and neighbors, make sure they’ve cast their
ballots.

May not use their official authority or influence to

May not solicit, accept or receive political contributions
unless both individuals are members of the same federal
labor organization or employee organization and the one
solicited is not a subordinate employee

May not knowingly solicit or discourage the political
activity of any person who has business before the agen-
cy

May not engage in political activity while on duty

May not engage in political activity in any government
office

May not engage in political activity while wearing an
official uniform

May not engage in political activity while using a
government vehicle

May not be candidates for public office in partisan
elections

May not wear political buttons on duty

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Rules on
Political Activity

Under the law, State and Local Employees in
Federally Aided Programs may not:

(1) use their official authority or influence for the purpose of interfer-
ing with or affecting the results of an election or a nomination for of-
fice;

(2) directly or indirectly coerce, attempt to coerce, command or ad-
vise State or local officer or employee to pay, lend, or contribute any-
thing of value to a party, committee, organization, agency, or person
for partisan political purposes; or

(3) be a candidate for public office in a partisan election.

Caution: Activity permitted by Federal law may be restricted or pro-
hibited by State or local law or regulation.
