REPLACEMENT OF EXPIRING EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS AND OPERATION LEVY

NEWPORT CONSOLIDATED JOINT SCHOOL DISTRICT NO. 56-415

SCHOOL MODERNIZATION AND EXPANSION BONDS - $7,640,000

The Board of Directors of Newport Consolidated Joint School District No. 56-415 adopted Resolution No. 7-2002-2003, concerning a proposition to finance school modernization and expansion. This proposition would authorize the District to modernize and expand Sadie Halstead Middle School, construct a new roof and repair the gym ceiling at Newport High School, issue no more than $7,640,000 of general obligation bonds, maturing within 20 years, to pay costs of such capital projects, and levy annual excess property taxes to repay such bonds, all as provided in Resolution No. 7-2002-2003. PROPOSITION NO. 1

CITY OF CHENEY

ELECTRICAL ENERGY AND NATURAL GAS BUSINESS TAX INCREASE
State law provides that no city may impose a tax on electrical and natural gas businesses in excess of six percent unless the rate is approved by a majority of the voters.  The City of Cheney is proposing to increase the tax on electrical and natural gas businesses from ten percent to sixteen and one half percent for a three year time frame commencing January 1, 2003. The proceeds from the increase tax shall be used exclusively to continue funding the Parks and Recreation Department.
