CITY OF CHENEY

ELECTRICAL ENERGY AND NATURAL GAS BUSINESS TAX INCREASE

State law provides that no city may impose a tax on electrical and natural gas businesses in excess of six percent unless the rate is approved by a majority of the voters. The City of Cheney is proposing to increase the tax on electrical and natural gas business from ten percent to fourteen and three quarters percent with the proceeds being used solely for providing parks maintenance, parks facilities and parks recreation programs.

Shall the legislative authority of the City of Cheney be authorized to increase the tax on electrical and natural gas businesses to a total tax rate of fourteen and three quarters percent (14.75%) of gross revenue, which is a four and three/quarters percent (4.75%) increase above the otherwise authorized rate of ten percent, with the proceeds from the tax increase being used solely for the funding of parks maintenance, parks facilities and parks recreation programs.
