SELECT ONE OF THE FOUR BALLOTS

Four ballots have been provided, one for each political party and a ballot with only non-partisan races and issues.

If you choose to affiliate with a party by voting its ballot, no record will be made of the ballot you choose.

Each party ballot also contains all the non-partisan races and issues, such as judicial offices and ballot measures. 

If you voted for non-partisan candidates or issues on one of the partisan ballots, return only the partisan ballot.

If you choose not to identify with a party you may vote the non-partisan ballot.

VOTE ONLY ONE BALLOT

You must choose and then vote only one ballot. Return only your one voted ballot and discard the remaining three.

If you vote more than one political party ballot, none of your votes for political party candidates will count.
HOW TO MARK YOUR BALLOT

1. USE A DARK INK PEN. DO NOT USE RED OR ORANGE INK. DO NOT USE PENCIL.

2. To vote for or against a Proposition you must COMPLETELY BLACKEN the Oval 
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 to the left of your desired response.

3. To vote for a candidate on the ballot you must COMPLETELY BLACKEN the Oval 
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 to the left of your desired name.

4. To vote for a candidate not on the ballot you must COMPLETELY BLACKEN the Oval 
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 to the left of the blank line and write in the name of the candidate and the party affiliation, if for a partisan office, in the space provided.
